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1. What is USFA (Utah Steel Fabricators Association)?
· An organization comprised of a large number of steel fabrications related businesses.  We use “steel” in our name but our members are involved in all types of metals fabrication.
· The purpose is to promote the use of steel in construction projects and in other commercial or industrial applications and together solve industry related problems and challenges.
· The USFA is governed by a board of experienced businessmen from all aspects of the steel industry, who are committed in their service to improve the industry, here in Utah. USFA members are comprised of steel distributors, steel processors, ferrous and non ferrous metal fabricators and providers of other products and services related to metal fabrication.
· Give assistance, either on the job training of students or financial assistance, to involved schools to further the curriculums for vocations that are in demand in the metals fabrication industry.

2. How can schools participate?
·  USFA wants to promote a closer relationship with schools and technical colleges in Utah.  Providing information on what is taking place in our industry including the latest technological advances will provide a richer and more relevant educational experience.  This will potentially provide more qualified candidates for employment in the steel industry right here in Utah.
· By providing internships and real work experiences to the educational institution’s students both parties will benefit. Perhaps, offering teachers and lecturers some type of associate status in USFA could increase the benefits to both groups.
· It is desired that member companies partner with a local school or educational institution and together implement ways to further the training of needed vocational areas.  The needed vocations are listed in item three below.
· Possibly single out one or more students for annual recognition of them and their institution by the partnering USFA member company at our annual meeting.
3.  Vocations to be focused on:
· Project estimators.
· Computer aided designers (CAD), proficient in AUTOCAD®.
· Welders.
· Welding technology training.
